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Abstract
This document contains indications regarding the format to be followed in the articles to be submitted to the I CONINP. The content of the article must be understandable to any researcher in the field the applicant is submitting the article to, regardless of one’s ​​expertise field. The abstract must be informative, by presenting an introduction, objectives, methodology, results, and conclusions. It must consist of a sequence of concise, affirmative sentences, but not a list of topics. The verbs must be used in the active voice and in the third person singular. The article must follow the formatting presented in this template, and has to be delivered in “.PDF” format. The abstract must have a minimum of 250 and a maximum of 500 words in Portuguese, English or Spanish.

Keywords: (maximum of 3 words, separated by a semicolon “;”)

Abstract

The abstract in English must have a minimum of 250 and a maximum of 300 words. The abstract in English is mandatory for all the papers presented in English or Spanish.

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1. IntroduCTION
Articles submitted to the I CONINP must follow the format described in this document.

All articles shall be subject to a double blind review process, when being submitted for evaluation on the platform, so it may not contain any reference identifying the authors. To do so, you must create two cover sheets, the first one (COVER SHEET 1) with the indication of the authors, and the second one (COVER SHEET 2) on another sheet similar to the former one, without identifying the authors. The first cover sheet shall not be considered for the total work.

The following sections describe the recommended dimensions and formats for submission to the congress.

This document is formatted according to the rules defined for the congress, so it can and should be used as a model for the construction of the article.

2. DIMENSIONS OF ARTICLES AND PAGES

The articles must be developed in A4 format (210 by 297 mm), the upper and left margins measuring 3 cm, and the lower and right margins measuring 2 cm.

Full papers must have a minimum of 10, and a maximum of 12 pages.
3. FORMATS
The “Times New Roman” font shall be used in all titles and texts of the document.

Therefore, the formatting described in this section must be followed (Note: One can use the automatic styles already created in this document).

The title of the article in Portuguese or Spanish shall be typed as follows: in size 12, bold capital characters, 12 spacing points before and after and centered alignment. In articles in Portuguese or Spanish, there must be a second title in English. The title of the paper in a foreign language shall be typed as follows: size 12, bold capital characters, 12 spacing points before and after the centered alignment.

Cover Sheet 1 with the authors’ identification, their respective institutions, country of citizenship, and e-mail contact, must be typed with size 10 fonts, with simple spacing, and 6-point spacing afterwards. Cover Sheet 2 without identifying the authors, must start on page 2, with TITLE, THEMATIC AREA, and ABSTRACTS with single spacing, and 6-point spacing afterwards. The file must be submitted in “.pdf” format.

The pages of the article shall not be numbered.

The next block corresponds to the Abstract of the article. Size 12 shall be used in the title of this section, bold, left aligned, with simple spacing, preceded by 12 points and followed by 6 points.

The body of the abstract shall use size 10, justified alignment and simple spacing. The abstract shall have a minimum of 100 and a maximum of 150 words.

After the abstract, the keywords that characterize the content of the article must be indicated. The keywords must be a maximum of three (3), separated by a semicolon (“;”) and must be formatted in size 10, justified alignment, with simple spacing and 12-point spacing afterwards.

In articles submitted in Portuguese or Spanish, it is mandatory to include the English version of the abstract and keywords too. The abstract and keywords, and respective titles, must be in italics, and the same formatting rules for the abstract and keywords in the remaining document.

Sections must be numbered sequentially (1, 2, ..., n).

The title of the sections shall be as follows: size 12, bold capital characters, left alignment, single spacing, preceded by 12-point spacing, and followed by a 6-point spacing.

The subsections must also be numbered sequentially, and multileveled with respect to their respective section (1.1, 1.2, ..., 1.n; 2.1, ..., 2.n; ...).

In the title of the subsections, one shall use size 12, bold, with only the first letter being capital since it introduces the section and proper names, with left alignment, single spacing, and preceded by 12-point spacing, and followed by 6-point spacing.

The body text of the whole document must use size 12, justified alignment with simple spacing between the lines, and 6-point spacing after each paragraph.

3.1 Pictures, tables, and charts

Articles from Brazil shall follow the ABNT 2020 Norms (https://www.normasabnt.org/), and articles from other countries shall follow the APA (American Psychological Association) guidelines, 6th Edition.

3.2 Footnotes
Footnotes are not recommended, however, if they are really necessary, they must follow the following format: size 10 justified, and with simple spacing.
4 HEADERS

The header of the first page must have the logo of the event.

5 ARTICLE STRUCTURE

5.1 Introduction (implicit justification and objectives);

5.2 Methodology;

5.3 Results and Discussion (tables, graphs, or pictures may be included);

5.4 Final considerations/Conclusions;
5.5 Bibliographic References (Articles from Brazil must follow the ABNT 2020 Norms (https://www.normasabnt.org/) and articles from other countries must follow the APA (American Psychological Association) guidelines, 6th Edition).

6 FORMATTING QUOTATIONS AND BIBLIOGRAPHICAL REFERENCES

In this edition, citations and bibliographic references, as well as their formatting, must be as follows: Articles from Brazil must follow the ABNT 2020 Norms (https://www.normasabnt.org/) and articles from other countries must follow the APA (American Psychological Association) guidelines, 6th Edition).

7 PRESENTATION OF THE COMMUNICATIONS

The authors have a maximum of 10 (ten) minutes to present their articles in the virtual rooms, designated by the Organizing Committee. The president of the virtual room has instructions to strictly enforce this rule. There are also 5 minutes in each presentation for discussion between the audience and the authors.

The presentations must be prepared in PDF format.

Accepted articles shall be published in full in the electronic annals of the event, and therefore the pages shall not be numbered.

REFERENCES

In the references section, the recommended formatting is as follows: the title of the section “References” follows the same formatting established for the other section titles, but without being numbered.

Bibliographic references must be in size 10, alignment to the left, and Articles from Brazil must follow the ABNT 2020 Norms (https://www.normasabnt.org/) and articles from other countries must follow the APA (American Psychological Association) guidelines, 6th Edition).
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
